87. And let them not turn you (O Muhammadalwy 43 &) a)
away from (preaching) the Ayat (revelations and verses) of Allah
after they have been sent down to you: and invite (men) to
(believe in) your Lord!" and be not of Al-Mushrikiin (those who
associate partners with Allah, e.g. polytheists, pagans, idolaters,
and those who disbelieve in the Oneness of Allih and deny the
Prophethood of Messenger Muhammad alwy 43le 4 La),

88. And invoke not any other ildh (god) along with Allih: La
ildha illa Huwa (none has the right to be worshipped but He).
Everything will perish except His Face. His is the Decision, and
to Him you (all) shall be returned,

Message of Islamic Monotheism|. He [Ibrihim (Abraham)]
said: “I will emigrate for the sake of my Lord.

27. And We bestowed on him [Ibrihim (Abraham)], Ishiq
